Service and Rushmore Mall are sponsoring a free concert featuring the Dakota Choral Union.  The event is 

intended to honor all Veterans and allow the public a time to recognize our local heroes. 

 Mr. Henry said he hopes visitors to the medical centers and those who attend the concert will also learn 

more about the important roles volunteers play at our medical centers throughout the year and perhaps pursue 

volunteer opportunities. 

 "Our medical center’s volunteers are an important part of our health care team and the National Salute 

program is a great way for people to learn more about helping the Veterans we serve," Henry said.  “Visitors are 

often surprised at how varied our volunteer opportunities are.” 

 Citizens, young and old, are once again sending Valentine’s Day cards and letters to VA medical 

centers simply addressed “Dear Veteran.” Henry said they are being distributed to patients throughout the 

medical center.
